Offering countless walks through native bush and
alpine environments, including the world-class
Pouakai Crossing and hike to the Pouakai Tarns
(pictured), this glorious volcanic peak (last erupting
in 1755), is a sight to behold.

To get the full story, head to one of the Department
of Conservation visitor centres at the top of the
North Taranaki or Te Rere o Kapuni (Te Rere-o-
Noke/Dawson Falls) mountain access roads, or stop
in at the Stratford Mountain House.
